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ORDER:

In the reference 1% read above orders have been issued specifying the
achievement in 24 Sports disciplines for admission to Professional Courses under
Sports Quota.

2 In the reference 2" read above orders have been issued expanding the list of
Sports Disciplines to 28 and also giving the details about prioritization of
achievements to be adopted for admission into the admissions in Engineering,
Medical, Agricultural and other Professional Courses under Sports Quota.

3. In the reference 3" read above orders have been issued incorporating all the
recognized sports disciplines extending the list to 55 sports disciplines, for the
purpose of identifying sportspersons claiming admission in all professional courses in
the State.

4 In the reference 4" read above orders have been issued giving equal priority
to all the 55 sports disciplines duly removing prioritization of games that was done
in the reference 3™ read above.

5 In the 5" read above orders have been issued prioritizing the achievements for
considering eligibility for admission in to professional courses. <
6. It has been brought to the notice of the Government that since the list of sports

disciplines was extended td 55 a number of litigations have started, questioning the
certification of the claims. both the conduct of the game itself and the equivalence of
games with official competitions like National Games at All India level, Asiad at Asiad
level and Olympics at World level. Most of the times the litigation is also occurring
because of claimed participation by candidates in particular level of competition
where they were a part of the team but did not actually play. A.P.High Court wanted
the Government to come out with the list of disciplines which will be covered by
Sports Quota. Many games are not popular in A.P. yet and wanted the Govt. to list
out the disciplines which will be recognized.
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7 The Government have examined the matter in detail and observed that the
prolonged litigations are hampering the opportunities of the genuine sportspersons
from getting admission into professional courses under sports quota and the basic
reason being additions of new %ames has led to litigation, allegation of misuse etc.
Many disciplines in the G.0O. 4" read above are not popular in the State and they
cannot be equated with established games.

8. The Government, therefore, decide that the list of the sports disciplines needs
to be reconsidered and accordingly order that the list of 28 sports disciplines which
stood the test of time as issued in the reference 2" read above i.e. G.0.Ms.No.103,
Higher Education Department, dated 15-07-2000 shall be followed hereafter for
considering eligibility for admission into professional courses under sports quota.

9. This order supersedes all the other orders issued with regard to disciplines.
For clarity a copy of the said G.O. is annexed herewith. All other procedures
orescribed in G.O. 3", 4" & 5™ read above will hold good as earlier.

10. The Health Medical & Family Welfare Department, Agriculture Department &
Higher Education Department are requested to take further action in the matter
accordingly.

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ORDER:-

In the references 1% to 5™ read above orders have been issued recognizing the
sports disciplines and the priority of achievements to be followed and considered for
eligibility for seeking admission into various professional courses in the State.

2. It has been brought to the notice of the Government that there is wide spread
misuse of the sports quota in admissions in professional courses due to ineffective procedures
and certification with regard to achievement, excellence & participation. The A.P. High
Court wanted a fool proof procedure to be worked out and to be informed to them.

3. The Government have examined the matter in detail and with the objective of
having a fool proof procedure of certification system so that only genuine and deserving
sportspersons benefit out of this quota, the following procedure is directed to be followed.

1) The scrutiny of the certificates / testimonials of achievement shall
be done by the relevant authority i.e. Sports Authority of Andhra
Pradesh upto the State level tournaments and for the National and
International tournaments by the Sports Authority of India.

i) The relevant Association /Federation shall give a certificate to the
person claiming sports Quota duly authenticated by Sports
Authority of India or Government of India that they were cleared
for International participation by the Standing Committee at
Government of India level which meets every week and clears
sportspersons for International events with their support. This
instruction relates to International Events.

i) Participation certificate shall be considered only when they are
backed with medal / actual participation in the game at the below
level competition. To illustrate, the point participation in
International level will be accepted, subject to authentication
proposed in para 2 above, when there is evidence of participation /
medal at the National level. Similarly participation at National
level should be backed up by participation / achievement of Medal
at the State level competition.
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Certificate of those participants shall be considered whose
selection in the State team / National team is certified by the
Observer appointed by the competent authority. Wherever Sports
Authority of Andhra Pradesh’s observer was present in the
National competition, his certification will be insisted up on.
However, on many occasions Sports Authority of Andhra
Pradesh’s representatives will not be present for such events. In
those events Sports Authority of India’s representative who was
present in the event will have to certify the same through the
designated Sports Authority of India authority.

For all Inter-district games / competitions, Sports Authority of
Andhra Pradesh’s observer will have to certify through the
Managing Director, Sports Authority of Andhra Pradesh.
